Hints & Tips section 
1) If you are lucky enough to be given cut roses or tulips as a present, here is a way to stop them from 
drooping. Push a dressmaking pin through the stem about 1cm from the base of the flowers and take it out. 
This makes a vent so when the bubble travels up it can be released & allow more water to come up the 
stem. Also make the final stem cut in a bowl of water & cut below water level. 
 
2) A natural fungicide for mildew on roses and other ornamental plants. Buy a bottle of tea tree oil from the 
health food shop. Add 6 drops to 500mls of tepid water in a spray bottle. Shake & spray onto the plant. Tea 
tree oil is a good antiseptic & can also be used to treat cold sores.

RECIPE 

Smoked Salmon & Poppy Seed Palmiers 

Makes 10 
 

Ingredients 

320g sheet of puff pastry 

100g smoked salmon 

5 tablespoons of cream cheese 

1 egg, beaten 

1 tablespoon of poppy seeds 

Small bunch of chives, snipped 

 

Method 

1. Unroll the pastry and brush one side all over with the beaten egg. 

 

2. Sprinkle over the poppy seeds, then flip over the pastry. 

 

3. Spread the cream cheese over the pastry, top with the smoked salmon and scatter the chives.

5. Tightly roll each end in towards the middle until you reach the centre. 

 

6. Slice into 1cm thick pieces and place, cut side up, on a baking tray lined with baking parchment. 

 

7. Chill until ready to bake or freeze for up to 2 months. 

 

8. Heat oven to 200c / 180c fan / Gas 6. 

 

9. Bake for 20-25 minutes until puffed up and golden brown (if baking from frozen bake for a further 5 

minutes).  Leave to cool on a wire rack before packing for your picnic!
