DOWNTON CUCKOO FAIR

We didn’t go camping for the Bank Holiday weekend at Downton as Stuart only managed to
mend the second half of our motor mover the Friday before the weekend but well done
and thank you Stu, it now works again!! The D.A. were camping at Wick Farm at Downton
ready for the Cuckoo Fair on the Saturday and the three of us turned up at the Fair bright
and breezy as usual at 9.a.m. to avoid the crowds. Everyone can park in the grounds of the
school which runs parallel with the high street where the Fair takes places so it is only a
short walk down a path to get to the Fair. It costs £5 to park but as we have a Disabled
Badge we were able to park on the tennis courts and we even had a disabled toilet on hand
at our disposal!l! We had a leisurely wander round to start with and because the Church
hall that we usually go into for morning coffee doesn’t open till 10.a.m., we were already
gasping for a drink and couldn’t wait that long so we sat outside for a cuppa at the Borough
Café in the sunshine instead. We watched the parade through the street at 10.30.a.m.up to
the Maypole dancing and then had another wander through all the stalls, there are so many
selling all sorts of beautiful things, honestly, you could spend a fortune there. At lunchtime
we made our way to the cottage on the high street that normally does food and drink etc in
their lovely garden in aid of Salisbury Hospice BUT! this year they weren’t doing it!! They
put up a sign saying “Sorry — we'll be back next year”, so instead we went into the hall of
the Junior School and had something to eat. Mind you, there are loads of places to eat as
well as stalls selling hot dogs and beefburgers etc usually run by Scouts and Youth groups

so we made our way back to the car and drove up to our campsite up the road with a box of
choccy bikkies and sat with the stewards Heather, Colin and lan and had a munch and a
cuppa, Alan having driven Marian down to the Fair to drop her off with her little motorised
buggy. They had 82 units on site, not quite as many as last year, but only half of the field
was “campable” as the other half was still too damp in places. Quite a number of meets
were cancelled over the Bank Holiday because of the rain that we had had a week or so
before the bank holiday and some fields had been flooded and had stayed that way.

The following morning on the Sunday Ray and | drove back to the site for tea round the
pole as we were having birthday cake to celebrate the D.A.s birthday. We left our
campsite on the way home, (remember this was Bank Holiday Sunday), we stopped off at
Baskets and Blooms Garden Nursery which is just down the road from our campsite at
Blissford. | bought most of my summer bedding from them last year and the begonias in
our front garden grew like trees. For many years the Nursery always had a stall at
Wimborne Market and then about two years ago it suddenly disappeared so we went
looking for the Nursery and they told us that they had given up doing stalls at markets and
were just concentrating on running the Nursery and boy! are they popular and busy.



They don’t have a café or anything like that, they just sell plants. | bought quite a lot of
stuff and as | knew more or less what | wanted it didn’t take long and then we set off for
home. We hadn’t travelled very far on the Fordingbridge to Ringwood road when we were
stopped by a stationary tail back of traffic. | thought “Good grief, this can’t last all the way
into Ringwood can it???”.

If you are you wondering where you can camp with NFDA this
summer here are the next few sites. How about joining us at
Ballard School, New Milton.

Any time between Friday 20th July and Friday 17th August £10.50
pun (2adults + children. )

M.R. 195/243959. Post Code BH25 5SU

Directions Half a mile north from New Milton town centre on
B3058, turn left into Ballard School entrance. From Lyndhurst
direction turn right, into same entrance, ¥ mile after roundabout at junction with B3055 watch for N.F.D.A
signs at school entrance and then in the grounds of the school which has tarmac roads and a one-way
system operating for all vehicles. The field has short grass, bounded by trees and is level. It is ideally
situated for exploring the delights of the New Forest. This private school is just a short walk to the town.

Facilities The site includes mains water, dry waste and toilet disposal. Own toilets are essential. All
types of units are welcome. Advance booking not necessary. Please note: Unoccupied units are not
allowed to remain on site overnight. There is a dog walk off the school premises and a walk through the
wooded area to the town only takes 5 - 10 minutes.

NEW MILTON has all the usual shops, supermarkets and a good range of places to eat out, take-away or
go for a coffee. On the way to the shops you will pass the railway station - ideal if you want to leave your
vehicle on site to make a trip out. Buses are also available near the railway station. Within % mile from the
H.S. is a farm shop offering an excellent selection of produce, including meat, and is thoroughly
recommended.

M.R. 195/085971. From B3073, approximately 600 yards east from junction with A347 (traffic lights) turn right
(opposite equestrian centre) into Church Lane, site on right in approximately ¥2 mile i watch for N.F.D.A.
signs. Entrance to the site is tarmac surfaced and the field is sheltered and level and has well kept short
grass. Some planes will fly over the site.

Facilities Mains water, dry waste, toilet disposal, Basic toilet, Limited number of Electric Hook ups
Advance booking not available. . Please note that unoccupied units are not allowed to remain on site
overnight.
